4-H CATCH-IT-LAMB CONTEST NOW OPEN TO AGES 8-18 

 

 

 The 2023 Catch-it-Lamb contest will take place Tuesday, July 25 at 6:00 p.m. on the 

track, immediately followed by the Working Stock Dog Trials.  

 Kit Carson County Fair and catch-it-lamb superintendent Lillina Foose would like to 

encourage youth ages 8-18 (as of Dec. 31, 2023) to enter. Contestants must be currently enrolled 

in a KCC 4-H club or FFA chapter and enroll in the market lamb project for the 2023-2024 4-H 

year.  

 Contest may be split into two age groups if warranted.  One group will consist of 

contestants who are 8-12 years of age and the other group will consist of those who are 13-18 

years of age. 

 The division will be made at the discretion of the program superintendent(s) based on the 

number and age of contestants registered.  The 8-12 age range will be classified as junior 

contestants and the 13-8 age range will be classified as senior participants.
