4-H’ERS ENROLL IN VARIETY OF PROJECTS 
 

 Each year 4-H members can choose their projects from more than 100 choices.  Some 

members take only one or two, while others have as many as four or five different projects. 

 Livestock projects taken in Kit Carson County this year and the enrollment in each are as 

follows (including FFA members):  market beef 63; breeding beef 10; bucket calf 2; breeding 

goat 7; market goat 63; horse 24; market chickens 8; breeding chickens 1; ducks 2; companion 

rabbits 1; breeding rabbit 2; market rabbits 6; breeding sheep 4; market sheep 22; breeding swine 

12; and market swine 56. 

 Other projects and enrollment include: beekeeping 1; computer 2; electricity 2; gardening 

2; horseless horse 1; robotics 1; metalworking 6; leathercraft 3; woodworking 4; model rocketry 

7; small engines 3; entomology 2; shooting sports 26; sportfishing 5; outdoor adventures 2; cake 

decorating 11; clothing 7; artistic clothing 9; heritage arts 6; foods 11; food preservation 1; home 

design & décor 2; photography 6; filmmaking 1; scrapbooking 3; vet science 3; visual arts 4; 

wildlife 1; and primary displays 49. 
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
